CUSA ELECTIONS INFORMATION

READ THOROUGHLY

Nominations - The nominating procedure is specified in Article V, Section 1 - 12 of the CUSA Constitution (page 5 of this packet) and Section 6 of the Election By-Laws.  Students may nominate as many candidates as they choose.  All nominating petitions must be returned to the CUSA Office in the Cheel Campus Center.  Upon returning petitions, candidates must signify in writing that they have read and will adhere to all parts of the revised CUSA Election By-Laws, the CUSA Constitution and this publication.  A candidate's failure to comply will result in his or her disqualification.

Campaign Resources
Integrator - The Integrator will publish a photo of each candidate and will also publish a platform. The platform cannot exceed 400 words and is due with your nomination form.  Campaign advertisements may also be placed by contacting the Integrator at integrat@clarkson.edu.  Remember deadlines are important! Platforms must be sent to senate@clarkson.edu.
Daily Jolt –  If you want to put something in the Daily Jolt please e-mail a word document and a scanned picture (if you want a picture with your platform) to clarkson@dailyjolt.com.

Printed Matter - Photocopies can be made in the Senate office. All campaign material must be labeled.  No materials can be put on painted surfaces or windows.  When campaigning is done these materials must be taken down.

Expense Accounts - Allowable campaign expenses will be paid by the candidate.  You must turn in an expense account only if you spend money to the Senate office as specified in the Election Timetable if you wish to be reimbursed for your expenses.  It must also include the value of any donations, services and privileges granted to a candidate's campaign.  The CUSA Senate will reimburse all candidates not disqualified after the Senate accepts final results of the election.  Keep all receipts.  (See attached expense account form)

Expense Limits - CUSA Executive Board - $15; Senator and Class Officer - $10.

NOTE - No Campaign material will be allowed in Cheel Campus Center, except one 8x11 poster to be placed in Senate display case, and no campaigning is allowed inside or outside Cheel.

COMMON REASONS FOR DISQUALIFICATION

Don't Let Them Happen to You

1)  Turning in your petition late.

2)  NOTE READING THE REVISED BY-LAWS AND THIS INFORMATION PACKET.

Additional copies can be obtained in the Senate office. You are responsible for everything in these By-Laws so please read them.

3)  You are responsible for your campaign workers and their actions.

4)  Placing campaigning materials in classrooms is illegal.

5)  Overspending your budget.  Any money spent on your campaign must be documented.

6)  Keep record of and collect all campaign printed material and return to Senate office.

7)  Failure to remove campaign material from the campus within 24 hours after the close of polls is a violation of policy.  Candidates found guilty of this will not be reimbursed for their campaign expenses.

OTHER NOTES

1)  Platforms to be published in the Integrator cannot exceed 400 words in length.  The Integrator will not print any platforms over 400 words in length.

2) You can run for Class Officer and Senator positions at same time.

3)
Candidates for the office of Senator and/or Class Officer need only fill half or twenty-five (25) of the spaces on the nominating petition. Executive Board candidates must fill all or fifty (50) of the spaces on the nominating petition.
MEMBERSHIP OF THE SENATE

FROM CUSA CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE V - MEMBERSHIP OF THE SENATE

Section 1 - The student members of the Senate shall be composed of the six (6) executive officers of the CUSA and the twenty-five (25) representatives elected by their respective classes in a general election. Six (6) juniors shall be elected to serve as senior senators according to the requirements of class standing. Six (6) sophomores shall be elected to serve as junior senators according to the requirements of class standing. Six (6) freshmen shall be elected to serve as sophomore senators according to the requirements of class standing. Six (6) incoming freshmen and one (1) incoming Clarkson School student shall take their seats as the incoming class senators no later than the fifth week of the academic year. These thirty-one people shall sit as members of the Senate until the close of that term of office and the election of new Senators. No Senator shall be removed from office because of a change in class standing.

Section 2 - All officers and Senators of the CUSA shall serve until their successors have been duly elected and installed. The nomination of these individuals shall be closed no later than five (5) weeks before the beginning of final exam week. All elected officers and members of the Senate shall take their seats and begin their term of office following the second to last meeting of the Senate of the spring semester.

Section 3 - Nomination of Freshman Class Officers and Senators shall be closed no later than the third week of the school year. Elections for these officers shall be no later than the fourth week of the school year.

Section 4 - A nomination for any Executive Officer of the CUSA shall be made by a petition, having at least fifty (50) valid signatures from members of the CUSA.

Section 5 - A nomination for the office of Senator or Class Officer shall be made by a petition having at least twenty-five (25) valid signatures of members of the CUSA of his/her class.

Section 6 - All contests shall be decided in favor of the candidate(s) who receive(s) the greatest number of votes cast, except that CUSA and class officers shall have received not less than forty percent (40%) of the votes cast for that office. Should this requirement not be met, a run-off election between the candidates receiving the first and second largest number of votes shall be held. A run-off election shall also be held in the event of a tie for an executive office or for the sixth senator of a class. All run-off elections will be held on the same days of the week in the following week after the announcement of the election results.

Section 7 - Power of disqualification for violations of election procedures shall lie entirely with the Senate upon recommendation of the Election Committee.

Section 8 - Any petition of protest must be received by the committee on elections by the immediate Friday at 4:00 p.m. after the polls close.

Section 9 - All other election procedures shall be outlined in the Election By-Laws.

Section 10 - Should any Senator resign, become ineligible to serve by reason of death, incapacitation, or removal from office, the office shall become vacant.

Section 11 - Vacancies in Senator positions shall be filled from that class which was represented by the individual in that seat. People interested in the vacant seat must meet the nomination requirements spelled out in this Article. A committee comprised of the remaining class Senators and officers of that class and chaired by a class Senator appointed by the Executive Board shall select the person to take the vacated spot. If there is only three meetings or less of the CUSA Senate remaining in the current term of office, the vacant position shall remain vacant until the start of the subsequent term of office.
Section 12 - Class designation shall be determined under the following Sub-Sections.


Sub-Section A - A Freshmen shall be designated as a student who is taking their first academic year of classes in an approved curriculum.  A Sophomore shall be designated as a student having already taken one (1) academic year of classes in an approved curriculum.  A Junior shall be designated as a student having already completed two (2) academic years of classes in an approved curriculum and/or more than one (1) academic year of classes remaining to graduate in an approved curriculum.  A Senior shall be designated as a student with no more than one (1) academic year of classes remaining to graduate in an approved curriculum.  A Clarkson School Student shall be designated as a student currently enrolled in the Clarkson School. 

Sub-Section B - Transfer students shall be placed in a class dependent on Section 12 (A). After being placed in class, they will follow this class through Section 12 (A) procedure.
