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Preface

This Election Code and the Election Commission exist to assist you, the candidate, in your campaign to represent students as an elected member of the Government of the Student Body (GSB). The students of Iowa State University have formed this government under the GSB Constitution, and the students have the ultimate voice in deciding who shall represent them. The Election Commission seeks to ensure elections that are:

1. DEMOCRATIC; by providing candidates ample time for  
    campaigning and forums for debate,

2. FAIR; through enforcement of GSB Election Law

3. EQUAL OPPORTUNITY; by informing students of the requirements and
    procedures to run for office, and providing support and guidance for   
    candidates who may need or desire it.

The Election Commission shall strive to be even-handed in all matters. Please do not hesitate to ask questions if you have them. We hope the campaign experience is enjoyable and is conducive to a robust debate of the issues. Good luck & May God be With You!

Chapter 1

Election Law

GSB Election Law consists of the following:

· GSB Constitution,

· Chapters 14 & 15 of the GSB Bylaws,

· This Election Code, and

· All additional rules and procedures adopted by the Commission, in accordance with GSB law.

Election Law specifies how the Election Commission is to be formed, the membership of the Election Commission, and the responsibilities of the Election Commissioner and Commission members.  

Election Law also sets forth the procedures by which all general and special elections are to be run. These procedures are partially specified in the GSB Constitution and Bylaws, but most of the details pertaining to candidates are laid out in this Election Code. 

Candidates are bound by all Election Law, and are thus encouraged to thoroughly read the Election Code and the appropriate chapters of the GSB Bylaws and Constitution.  

Election Law empowers the Election Commission to strictly enforce these laws in the course of running elections.  This includes the ability to investigate and punish violations of Election Law. These violations and appropriate penalties are laid out in this Election Code.

Chapter 2

Candidate Seminars

The Election Commission shall hold four (4) Candidate Seminars at the times and locations specified in the General Election Timeline, found in Appendix C. Each student wishing to run for GSB office must attend at least one (1) of the seminars.

Both members of an executive slate must attend the same meeting. Those who are running for executive positions are encouraged to attend the earliest possible seminar. 

Each candidate shall receive a packet containing the following:

· A Statement of Intent

· The Election Code

· Information on campaigning procedures and resources

· An Election Calendar including time and locations for all events

· Any other information the Commission deems necessary

Prospective candidates must sign a non-binding Statement of Intent form indicating their intent to run for a particular office. Additionally, each candidate must pay a filing fee to defray the cost of printing and administration of elections.  The fee is $10 for Senate candidates and $20 for executive slates. Petitions shall not be prepared for a candidate or slate until the fee has been paid.

Members of the Election Commission shall discuss the rules of campaigning, review the election timeline and campaign expenditures accounting procedures, and field questions from the candidates. The Commissioner may also pre-approve materials that require lead or printing time with the understanding they will be stamped after petitions have been approved.  A representative of the Student Organizations Office shall also be available to discuss the support services available to candidates and answer and questions.  

If you are absolutely unable to attend one of the scheduled seminars, you must contact the Election Commissioner at least twenty-four (24) hours before the deadline for petition submission. 

Chapter 3
Petitions & Ballots

3.1 Petitions

Any student wishing to run for GSB office must petition to have their name placed on the ballot. Petition forms shall be issued to each candidate and slate for the purpose of obtaining student signatures. 

All candidates must use the form provided by the Election Commission. This form may be reproduced, but such reproduction must include both the front and back of the sheet and must be on the same size paper. 

Petition forms shall be made available by the start of campaigning as specified in the General Election Timeline (Appendix C), or within 24 hours of the receipt of a signed Statement of Intent, whichever is later. Petition forms shall not be available until a candidate or slate has attended a candidate seminar or contacted the Election Commissioner in lieu of such. Petition forms must be returned to the GSB office by the petition deadline specified in the General Election Timeline.

The following are specified in the GSB Bylaws and provided here for reference:

· Slates for President and Vice-President must obtain a minimum of 1500 signatures; candidates for Senate must obtain a minimum of 100 signatures.

· Candidates need not obtain signatures from students in the particular constituency they wish to represent.

· A student may sign any number of petitions once and only once.

· A valid signature shall include the student’s printed name, signature, and ISU Student ID Number (middle nine (9) digits from the ISU Card).

All information collected on petitions shall be considered confidential. The use of such information for any campaign related purpose without explicit consent of the voter is prohibited.  Individuals signing petitions reserve the right to request their signatures be removed from a petition up until the time the petition is submitted to the Election Commission for verification, whereupon the petition shall become sole property of the Election Commission and all signatures contained therein shall be considered binding.
3.2 Petition Verification

The Election Commission shall, within 72 hours of receipt of any petition form, verify such petition and notify the candidate or slate whether they have met the minimum signature requirement. All petition forms shall be checked for obviously unacceptable names (i.e. Mickey Mouse) and for illegible signatures.

 It is recommended that the candidate double-check the signatures prior to submission and cross off any such signatures with a single line drawn in ink through the entire row. The candidate shall initial such changes next to the numbered column along the left edge of the form. Candidates should also take care that all information on the form is printed, with the exception of student signatures. It is the candidate’s responsibility to check and eliminate all illegible or otherwise unacceptable signatures.

To verify the signatures, a member of the Election Commission shall select a minimum of five (5) signatures per page and verify that these persons are registered students at Iowa State University for the current semester. 

The Election Commission shall mark each selected signature and note whether it was accepted.

Any sheet found to have unacceptable signatures shall have its total signature count reduced by the number of rejected signatures. Any sheet found to have more than five (5) unacceptable signatures (not previously marked by the candidate) shall be rejected completely and shall not be counted towards that candidate’s minimum threshold. Any candidate or slate who has their signatures rejected may continue the petitioning process but must still have all forms returned to the GSB office by the petition deadline.

Any candidate or slate who fails to meet the minimum signature threshold shall not be placed on the ballot and shall be refunded their entire Good Faith Deposit. If a candidate or slate is excluded from the ballot, the Election Commission shall notify them, in writing, of the reason for exclusion and the procedures for appeal. All candidates have the right to inspect their petitions after verification. The Election Commission shall keep all petitions forms on file until the beginning of the following semester.

As petition forms are verified as they are received, it is recommended that all candidates and slates get their petitions to the Commission as early as possible. Petition forms returned to the commission less than 72 hours prior to the petitioning deadline may not be verified before the deadline, so it is also recommended that candidates and slates obtain a surplus of signatures.

3.3 Ballot Positioning

In order to better insure the fairness of GSB election procedure, randomizing computer technology will be used maximize the effectiveness of the electronic balloting system.  Every candidate thus has an equal chance of being placed at the top of every ballot cast.  

Chapter 4

Good Faith Deposit

At the time petitions are submitted to the Election Commission, each candidate or executive slate shall be required to pay a Good Faith Deposit. Senatorial candidates shall be required to make a deposit of seventy-five dollars ($75.00); executive slates shall make a deposit of one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00). 

Payment must be made by check or money order to be held by the Election Commission until the election process is complete. Once all of a candidate or slate’s publicly posted campaign material is removed, the deposit shall be promptly refunded unless partially or completely forfeited due to violations of GSB Election Law. If campaign materials are not removed by the deadline set forth in the General Election Timeline (Appendix C), the candidate or slate shall forfeit their entire Good Faith Deposit. No cash deposits will be accepted.
Chapter 5

Candidate Debates

A minimum of one (1) executive candidate debates shall be held. In the event that a Senate seat is more than fifty percent (50%) contested (50% more candidates than open seats), the Election Commission shall hold at least one candidate debate for this seat. Attendance at these debates is required. 

The Election Commission shall prepare questions for the debates. In addition, members of the audience shall be able to question the candidates. The Election Commission may discard any question from the audience on the grounds that it is non-germane, derogatory, or otherwise unsuitable for candidate debate. 

All students are welcome to submit questions for consideration to the Commission in advance of the debate. The date, time, location, and format of any debate shall be decided by the Election Commission and provided to the candidates in advance.

Chapter 6

Financial Disclosure & Reimbursement

6.1 Third-Party Contributions

No student organization receiving student fee allocations may contribute funds to any candidate or executive slate. 

All third parties (individuals or organizations), excluding media sources, that are actively disseminating information on the candidacy of a person or persons, disseminating information concerning issues directly related to a GSB election, or disseminating information concerning a GSB election itself shall be subject to GSB Election Law. 

These items shall be considered in-kind donations to that candidate or slate and must be accounted for on that candidate or slate’s Final Revenues and Expenses Disclosure Form. Such contributions shall count against that candidate or slate’s spending limit. Non-advertising references to candidates in campus and other media shall not be considered campaign contributions.

6.2 Candidate Financial Reports

Prior to the deadline specified in the General Election Timeline (Appendix C on page 24), each candidate and executive slate must file with the Election Commission a Final Revenues and Expenses Disclosure Form listing all campaign assets, contributions, and criterion expenses.

Contributions shall include monetary donations and all non-monetary assets and services received by the candidate or slate. The Election Commission shall value non-monetary assets and services at the prevailing market rate for comparable items. Candidates and slates must issue receipts to all contributing third parties and provide a copy of all such receipts to the Election Commission. 

All campaign contributions must be fully reported, including any contributions made by the candidates themselves. Reporting shall include:

· Name, address, and phone number of the individual or group making the contribution

· The amount of the contribution

· The nature and fair market value of any in-kind contribution

· Date contribution was made

A full report of campaign expenditures must be made, including:

· Itemized listing of all criterion expenditures, supported by original receipts indicating the date the item was purchased and the name of the provider

· Itemized listing of all goods and services donated to the candidate or slate in-kind

· Fair market value of each such item.  

For an executive slate, the sum of all expenditures shall not exceed one thousand five hundred dollars ($1500.00) for any general election nor shall the sum exceed three hundred dollars ($300.00) for any subsequent runoff elections. Likewise, for a Senate candidate, the sum of all expenditures shall not exceed one hundred dollars ($100.00). This figure includes all donations, cash, and in-kind support. The required fees and Good Faith Deposit shall not be counted towards this limit. Candidates shall be notified by the date specified in the General Election Timeline if they have exceeded the spending limit.

6.3 Criterion Expenditures Defined

To be considered criterion campaign material, an item must permanently bear the candidate’s name, likeness, insignia, or symbol, or must have primary usable life within the campaign period.

The following shall also be considered criterion campaign materials:

· Advertising

· Web space obtained for campaign purposes

· Consumable office supplies, within reason, used for campaign purposes (i.e. pens, markers, paper, etc.)

The following items shall be considered non-criterion items not eligible for candidate reimbursement, nor shall candidates be required to declare such expenditures:

· Campaign materials with a primary usable life outside the campaign, such as capital equipment, office supplies not consumed in the course of campaigning, and apparel not bearing the name, likeness, symbol, or insignia of the candidate or slate

· Goods or services with no direct connection to the candidate’s campaign

The Election Commissioner shall review all expenditures declared on the Final Revenues and Expenses Disclosure Form and shall have authority to determine whether a declared item is a criterion expenditure. A candidate shall maintain the right to appeal the decision of the Commissioner to the Election Commission if they should be dissatisfied with the decision.

6.4 Executive Reimbursement

The Election Commission shall reimburse all candidates for President and Vice President for up to fifty percent (50%) of their expenses, up to the spending limit, per executive slate. All reimbursement is subject to the verification of financial reporting and compliance with Government law. Only criterion expenses, as defined above, shall be eligible for reimbursement. Some or all of this reimbursement may also be forfeited due to violations of Election Law.

Chapter 7

Endorsements

All endorsements shall be filed with the Election Commission within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt. Candidates claiming endorsements shall be required to show proof of the endorsement. In the case of a student organization endorsement, the candidate shall provide a statement, signed by both the president and advisor for the group, stating that an endorsement has been made. Any campaign material distributed by and/or paid for by the endorser are to be included as in-kind contributions on the candidate’s Final Revenues and Expenses Disclosure Form. This excludes the endorser’s newsletters delivered to regular members, letters to the editor authored by an endorser, and unbiased reports from a media source.

Chapter 8

Campaigning

8.1 Campaigning Defined

Campaigning for the GSB general election shall officially begin on the date specified in the General Election Timeline (Appendix C). 

Campaigning is defined as the distribution of campaign materials, speaking before groups as a candidate, or advertising your candidacy. Any of these activities conducted on behalf of a candidate or slate by a third party shall also be considered campaigning. 

Campaigning does not include those meetings attended by campaign workers for developing a platform, adopting policy, or conducting business related to the internal affairs of a candidate or slate. 

Active campaigning shall include (but not be limited to) the distribution or posting of campaign materials or literature. Passive campaigning shall include (but not be limited to) the wearing of items on a person, such as buttons or clothing, or verbal advocacy of a particular candidate, slate, or referenda question. No active campaigning shall be allowed in the GSB office. 

Members of the Election Commission shall be explicitly forbidden from engaging in any form of active or passive campaigning for any particular candidate, slate, or referendum question at any time during the election cycle.

8.2 Stamping of Campaign Material

These procedures allow the Election Commission to accurately account for budgeted campaign material. Candidates shall be responsible for having their materials stamped. Beginning on the date specified in the General Election Timeline, members of the Election Commission shall be available to supervise stamping. Candidates shall be responsible for scheduling a time with the Election Commissioner for their items to be stamped. All copies of campaign literature and/or items including flyers, table tents, posters, signs and any other printed material that promotes a candidate or slate must be marked with the Election Commission’s stamp. 

Either each individual item or the original item to be reproduced must be stamped. The Election Commission shall individually stamp campaign materials that will not be produced in large quantities and items, such as T-shirts, where it is impossible to stamp and reproduce the original item. The Election Commission shall have the final authority to decide as to whether an original is to be stamped and reproduced or whether items shall be individually stamped. Original items to be reproduced must be approved and stamped by the Election Commission. Additionally, the executive slate or candidate must fill out a Number of Copies Form at this time, indicating the number of copies to be made from this original. If additional copies are to be made from this original, another Number of Copies Form must be submitted to the Election Commission. A member of the Election Commission shall verify and record the quantity of any item stamped individually. The Election Commission shall retain one copy of each individual kind of item stamped, unless the Election Commissioner or Commission grants an exception. If campaign material is of such a nature that it cannot be brought into the GSB office for stamping, the Election Commissioner shall be contacted to arrange for an alternate marking.

A statement of funding source such as the statements "Funded by John Doe for Senate" or "Paid for by Jane Doe for President" must mark all publicly disseminated campaign materials.  Any candidate or executive slate campaign materials which have not been stamped or otherwise approved by the Election Commission shall be taken down at the discretion of the Election Commission. The candidate or slate concerned may be subject to penalties as specified by Election Law.

8.3 Campaign Zone

Campaigning or posting of campaign literature, other than buttons and apparel, that is conducted, distributed, and/or displayed at locations other than on university-owned property, the ISU Memorial Union, and the interior of the chapter houses of fraternities and sororities affiliated with Iowa State University must be approved by the Election Commissioner or Commission prior to engaging in such activities. All applicable university, local, state and federal laws and rules shall be followed at all times, regardless of the status of approval by the Election Commission.

No campaigning shall be allowed in or within twenty-five (25) feet of any operating polling place. All campaign materials must be removed from these areas (Section 12.3) by midnight on the day the poll is to open, as specified in the General Election Timeline (Appendix C).

8.4 University Facilities

All candidates or slates must conform to the policies set out in the SAC Student Organizations Resource Manual. Any candidate or slate may request a rule waiver by scheduling a meeting with the Election Commissioner and the Assistant Director of Student Activities. Other campaign areas, such as the ISU Memorial Union, may be subject to additional policies, and it is the candidate’s responsibility to conform to all such policies. Candidates are encouraged to use the facilities available in the SUB computer lab; however, use should be limited to one machine at a time.

8.5 Electronic Campaigning

Students at Iowa State University pay a mandatory computer fee, so campaigning by e-mail or Usenet newsgroup does not have value that needs to be accounted for on the Final Revenues and Expenses Disclosure Form. However, the following rules shall apply to electronic campaigning:

· Any campaigning done through e-mail or Usenet newsgroup must conform to the University Code of Computer Ethics.

· Mass e-mailing or random e-mailings are not allowed.

· Candidates may use mailing lists that are local to the Iowa State University computing environment to distribute campaign materials, but candidates or slates must secure the written permission of the list owner prior to using it. 

· If the list is associated with a student group, the candidate must obtain a letter signed by the advisor and president of that group prior to using the list. This letter shall include the names and phone numbers of those who are authorizing use of the list, the list name, and any special conditions they may wish to impose on the use of the list. A copy of this written authorization must be filed with the Election Commissioner within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt and prior to use of the list. 

· Candidates may develop their own Moria lists. Use of these lists must also conform to the University Code of Computer Ethics.

· Campaign materials distributed electronically (including on Usenet) must be blind-carbon copied to the Election Commissioner and must bear the following text as either a header or footer:

"This message is not a random mailing. It is being <sent/posted> by

<candidate/slate>, a candidate for Government of the Student Body

<office name>. If you do not wish to receive messages of this type in

the future, please send e-mail to that effect to the originator of the

message and the GSB Election Commissioner."

· If any member of a list should object to receiving campaign-related material, candidates must either remove the individual from all lists the candidate owns, or, in the case of a list owned or associated with another group, immediately cease use of that list. 

· Failure to blind-carbon copy a posting or e-mail to the Election Commissioner or failure to secure written authorization of the owner of a list prior to its use are subject to a minimum penalty per incidence, as specified in the Election Code. 

· In addition, the candidate or slate may be subject to disciplinary action by the ISU Computation Center.

· Campaigns are subject to adhere to the regulations that are set forth on specific mediums (friendster, strangetalk, facebook, etc.) that will be outlined at the Candidate Seminar.

8.6 Third Party Campaigning

Any third party (individuals or organizations), excluding media sources, that is actively disseminating information on the candidacy of a person or persons, disseminating information concerning issues directly related to a GSB election, or disseminating information concerning a GSB election itself is required to mark all materials with a statement of funding source (i.e. “Funded by TRA Student Government,” “Paid for by John Doe,” or “Funded by the Delta Chi House”). Third parties campaigning on the behalf of a candidate or executive slate shall notify that candidate or slate of any items, such as literature and/or items including flyers, table tents, posters, signs and any other materials, that will be disseminated containing the name of that candidate or slate.

Contests between student organizations, including but not limited to dormitory houses, Greek houses, or college councils, requiring the voter to reveal personal information, such as his/her name, address, social security number, etc., are prohibited. Penalties against members or groups for withholding this information are also prohibited. Student organizations may keep records of voter turnout; however, use of those records for other than statistical purposes is prohibited. Voter turnout drives and programs to assist voters are encouraged, but personal information may not be required of those participating.

Chapter 9

Write-in Candidates

Any student wishing to run as a write-in candidate is strongly encouraged (but not required) to contact the Election Commissioner prior to the election and obtain a copy of the Election Code and other Election Law. All ISU students are eligible to run as write-in candidates, even if they have not contacted the Election Commission. Write-in candidates are not required to submit a petition to the Election Commission, nor are they required to submit a Final Revenues and Expenses Disclosure Form, nor are they eligible for any campaign reimbursement funds. Write-in candidates are, however, subject to all of the provisions of Election Law, excluding fees and deposits.

Chapter 10

Referenda Questions and Student Initiatives

10.1 Petitions

A student or group may seek to put forth a referendum or initiative by presenting the Election Commission with the exact text of the proposed referendum or initiative and requesting petition forms. A common language description of the spirit of the referenda or initiative will also be required to be placed on the ballot and in the Iowa State Daily.  

According to GSB Law, the students of the university may put forth a referendum or initiative by presenting a petition signed by two thousand (2,000) Iowa State University students. The Election Commission is required to hold a special election on the question and publish the referendum or initiative in the Iowa State Daily prior to the opening of the polls.
10.2 Campaigning

As referenda questions and student initiatives represent direct questions before the student body, freedom of speech to all students in expressing their support or dissent is paramount. Therefore, campaigns and campaign materials concerning referenda or student initiatives shall be exempt from all spending limits shall not require prior approval of the Election Commission, unless such material expresses an explicit connection to a candidate or slate. Any campaign materials, whether circulated by candidates, slates, or third parties, pertaining to referenda or initiatives with explicit reference to any candidate or slate must be approved by the Election Commission and shall be subject to the rules concerning candidate and slate campaign materials. A statement of funding source is required on all printed campaign materials.

Chapter 11

Penalty Schedule

Any person or organization found guilty of violating GSB Election Law, shall be assessed a penalty based on the schedule below. The Election Commission reserves the right to handle alleged violations on a case-by-case basis. Some of the more common violations along with a suggested financial penalty are found in Appendix A. After considering the nature of the violation, the Election Commission may choose to waive the financial penalty. In all cases, penalties shall be assessed in the following order:

1. Candidate reimbursement (executive slates only)

2. Good Faith Deposit

3. Stipend

4. Executive Scholarship (elected slates only)

5. Additional Fines

All penalties shall be assessed on a per incident basis. Each candidate or slate shall be provided an accounting of all penalties when the Good Faith Deposit is returned.

Chapter 12

Polling Locations and Procedures

No registered student at Iowa State University shall be denied the opportunity to vote in any GSB election. Each eligible voter shall have the following areas of voting eligibility: executive slate, referenda questions and student initiatives, residence area Senators, and college Senators. For each of the latter two constituencies, the voter shall be allowed to cast a number of votes up to and including the number of open seats for the constituency.

12.1 Voting Procedures

Voting shall occur in a manner designed to protect each voter’s confidentiality. A secure WorldWideWeb (WWW) site provides access to all students, minimizes the possibility of voter fraud, allows ballot position to be randomized, and allows a high degree of confidentiality. At this web site the voter shall be required to enter their valid ISU NetID (Acropolis username) and password. Students who do not have an ISU NetID or password or have need or want of assistance shall be provided assistance by an Election Commission member.

All students voting shall be verified as current ISU students (using records provided by the university) upon logging in to the web site. The voter shall then digitally sign the “Voter’s Declaration of Eligibility Card” stating that they are a current ISU student eligible to vote in the election and that they have not yet voted in the current election. They shall then be presented with a custom ballot displaying only the positions for which they are eligible to vote. After completing the ballot it must be submitted personally by the voter, subject to an additional password check. A voter may stop voting and void their current ballot at any time prior to final submission of the ballot.

 If a student should stop voting for any reason during their voting session they shall be allowed to return at a later time and vote. If a voter abandons their ballot prior to final submission, it shall be canceled following a timeout period. The voter shall have the opportunity to vote at any later time while the polls are still open.

A copy of the digitally signed “Voter’s Declaration of Eligibility” shall be kept on file with the Election Commission until the beginning of the following fall semester, at which time it shall be destroyed. Knowingly providing false information to a student organization is a violation of the Student Conduct Code number nine (9), “Knowingly furnishing false or misleading information to university officials, faculty, student organizations, or on official records, or altering such records is prohibited.” In the event that any student falsify information on the “Voter’s Declaration of Eligibility” they shall by referred to the Office of Judicial Affairs for possible disciplinary action.

12.2 Challenged Ballots

Should a student discover an error in the custom ballot presented to them, they shall have the option to cast a challenged ballot. To cast a challenged ballot, the voter indicates which college and residence area for which they are eligible to vote for after which the voting system shall allow the voter to cast their vote under those constituencies. 

Challenged ballots are uniquely numbered and held in a separate location from other election results. After a student submits a challenged ballot they shall be informed of their right to appear before the Verification Panel, make a written statement, and/or submit evidence supporting their qualifications to vote for the constituencies in which they voted. The student shall be presented with a form in which they can provide additional information to assist the Verification Panel. 

If a student chooses to file a written statement and/or present evidence, it shall be given to the Election Commissioner, Vice Commissioner, or delivered to the GSB office within 24 hours of the close of the last polling place. All challenged ballots shall be individually reviewed by the Election Commission Verification Panel in accordance with standing Election Law.

12.3 Polling Places

As all GSB elections are held online, any Internet-enabled computer may be used for voting. For the purposes of campaign regulations, any computer labs located on the ISU campus, including those labs located in the ISU Residence Halls and general member computer labs located in the individual ISU Greek Community houses, shall be considered a polling place. All such polling places are subject to special campaign limitations as specified by this Election Code.
