PREFACE
The Associated Students of New Mexico State University (ASNMSU) is a student organization recognized by and affiliated with New Mexico State University.  Its membership includes all students on the main campus of NMSU, who pay the activity fee.

It is the purpose of the ASNMSU to promote and represent the interests of the student community of NMSU and to provide an educational experience in self-governance.

The ASNMSU is governed in accordance with the rules and regulations of NMSU, as well as those established by the ASNMSU itself.  The governmental structure of ASNMSU, as prescribed by the ASNMSU Constitution, includes three branches: Executive, Legislative, and Judicial.

The ASNMSU Law Book is prepared and published annually under the authority of the Law Book Act.

The 2004-05 ASNMSU Law Book represents refinements and revisions that date back to 1957, when the first Law Book was printed.   It has been divided into chapters according to subject matter.

The ASNMSU Constitution was passed by the ASNMSU Senate, signed by the ASNMSU President, and approved by the student body of NMSU.  All ASNMSU statutes are acts, which are passed by the Senate and approved by the President of the ASNMSU in accordance with article three, section four of the ASNMSU Constitution.

Each section in the Constitution and of the statutes have been given three digit combinations.  The first number denotes the chapter.  The second number denotes the article.  As a rule, each article denotes an individual act.  The third number denotes the section.  [e.g. 7-3-1 (chapter, article, and section)]

Chapter one (1), the ASNMSU Constitution, can only be amended after the approval of two-thirds of the ASNMSU Senate, the ASNMSU President, a majority of the ASNMSU members voting on the amendment, and the President of New Mexico State University.

Chapter nine (9), the Rules of the Senate, can be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the ASNMSU Senate and does not need the approval of the ASNMSU President.  All other chapters can be amended by approval by a majority of the ASNMSU Senate and must have the signature of the ASNMSU President.

Supporting information about the ASNMSU includes Attorney General Opinions from the previous year, an ASNMSU History, and the 2003-2004 Senate legislation.

The 2003-2004 Senate Acts, Resolutions, and Memorials use the following coding system:
