The NMSU Outdoor Recreation Program (OAP) operates under the philosophy that we are here for the continual advancement of the students of New Mexico State University. This translates into the notion that everything 
we do is aimed at providing quality, educational services to the students. Our future programs will include courses, weekend outings and clinics in rock climbing, rafting, kayaking, hiking, backpacking, alpine skiing, 
snowboarding, cross country skiing, mountain biking, canoeing, and more. The great majority of our programs will be designed for those with little or no experience in a given activity.  However, we will also strive to offer advanced programs for those with established skills or those who have completed an "introductory" course and desire more.  We will be continuously assessing the student demand for new and diverse programs.
